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Policies and Procedures



The following policies and procedures have been put in place in order for our students, parents and teachers to know and understand how our studio operates. We want to make this experience both comfortable and enjoyable for all and feel that these policies and procedures will allow us to truly focus on the students and their progress. Please review and sign where indicated and return to the administrator.
Communication 

1.  We will provide our general information updates via a monthly newsletter. It will contain class updates, schedule changes, birthdays, upcoming events and school closing information. This newsletter will be distributed during the first week of each month. It is the student’s and/or the parent’s responsibility to pick one up at the desk. 

2.  Additionally, updates will be posted on our website www.fromthetopdance.com We encourage you to check the website often. 

3.  Should you wish to discuss specific concerns regarding your child, please make arrangements with the instructor for a private teleconference or in-person meeting. We will not discuss these matters during class time or interrupt the class in any way. Staff will be available outside of class time to address your concerns.
Classroom Etiquette
1.  Parents, students and teachers are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible and respectful manner. Interruptions from the waiting room or in the classroom will not be tolerated.
2.  Likewise, any student and/or parent who continually disrupts the class will be dismissed. The teacher reserves the right to dismiss a student if she/he feels as though the rest of the class is being compromised.

Dress Code

1.  Our dress code is fairly flexible provided that the student is wearing dance attire. Leotards and tights of any color are acceptable as well as jazz pants and fitted t-shirts and tank tops. Sneakers (except for the Movers and Shakers class), jeans, gum chewing and foul language are not acceptable. Dancers must wear the proper dance shoes as well.

Drop Off, Pick Up and Parent Observation

1.  Parents and caregivers are expected to drop off and pick up promptly. Students more than 15 minutes late for class may observe the class. Parents and caregivers must also come in to the studio to pick up their child. No child / student will be permitted to stand and wait in the parking lot. This is dangerous with the number of cars coming in and out.
2.  Parents are permitted to observe class during the second week of each month. We need to keep this consistent so the students may truly feel comfortable in developing their skills. We ask that parents observe quietly and do not interrupt the class in progress. 

Attendance

1.  Regular attendance is expected and crucial to a dancer’s success. Each class must form a bond and work and train together to create a great year-end performance. We understand that classes may be missed due to illness and inclement weather. These are excusable absences and can be made up by scheduling with the owner. Arrangements are the student’s and/or the parent’s responsibility and no refunds will be issued for classes missed. Should a student miss more than 3 consecutive weeks of class, she/he must first take one private lesson with their teacher for an additional charge before being allowed back into the group class. This will ensure that the student does not hold the rest of the class back.
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Payment

1.  Payment for classes may be made in full for a discount or may be paid in three installments. You will be reminded of payments due via the newsletter and payment notices will be distributed in advance. You are signing yourself and/or your child up for the entire dance season and no refunds will be issued after the 3rd class. 
2. A valid credit card number must be provided. It will be kept on file and your credit card will be billed for tuition due if payment is not received within 10 days of due date.
Recital Information

1.  Our annual recital is the most exciting time for students and probably the most challenging for parents. We want to make this an enjoyable experience and your cooperation is most appreciated. In November, you will be receiving our recital information regarding the location, dates and times. You will also receive the dates and times for the dress rehearsals. It is extremely important that you review this information and make the necessary adjustments in advance so that you or your child will be able to participate. 
3.  We will allow video taping of the dress rehearsal but not at the actual recital. We hire a professional videographer and DVDs will be available for purchase.

4.  It is up to the discretion of the studio owner and teachers whether Young Movers & Shakers classes participate in the Spring Recital. Parents will be notified in January as to which classes, if any, will be involved.
